Approval of Minutes:

Director Hopson requested that the minutes from the Oct, Nov, and Dec 2006 meeting be
approved. Director Dooley indicated that he did not have the Oct and Nov minutes
available and requested help from the members to provide him notes from those minutes.
Director Cheney then requested that the Dec minutes be approved pending a correction
that centered on the moratorium on building or modification to building in the designated
downtown area pending the development of standards. Attorney Tydings provided
further clarification that any progress by the City Council to place restrictions (temporary
or permanent) was part of a very deliberate and structured process. With no objections,
the 7 Dec 2006 minutes were approved. The Oct and Nov 2006 were tabled until the Feb
2006 meeting.

Finance Report:

Director Spivey indicated that the $5,000.00 was in his possession but required an EIN#
to establish the account. Attorney Tydings recommended that the DDA apply for the
EIN# and establish the account as a separate entity. She believes this action does not
require any approval from the City Council. Director Spivey indicated he would take that
action.

a. Project Design: Director Dooley had nothing to report.

Old Business:

City Administrator Eidson presented a resolution to establish the DDA bank account. The
formal adoption of this resolution by the DDA had not been formally documented in
previous minutes or had the necessary signatures. Therefore, Administrator Eidson
requested the DDA to act on the resolution. Attorney Tydings concurred that it was in
order to adopt the resolution by the DDA and ensure proper signatures and minutes for the
resolution. The resolution was read, approved, and signed by the members. (Attach 1)

Nomination Committee Process: Administrator Eidson raised the issue of restarting the
nomination process to fill the still vacant position. Director Hopson would check with
the two nominating committee members to explore if others on the original list are
willing to serve. Additionally, he would ask if they can come up with some additional
names. Attorney Tydings indicated that the Nominating Committee is still constituted
because both of the vacation positions have not been filled. This approach is believed the
most efficient to fill the remaining position.

New Business:;

a. New Member Introduction: Mr. John Bagley was introduced at the start of the
meeting by Chairman Hopson.

b. UGA Presentation on Charrette Process: Administrator Eidson introduced Ms.
Julia Reed, Charrette Coordinator, from the UGA’s Center for Community Design
& Preservation. Ms. Reed provided both handouts and a briefing describing the
process. Ms. Reed was confident that the Charrette Process could put images to
the current characteristics desired and documented by the DDA. Discussions
among those present and Ms. Reed focused on Centerville’s unique issues (e.g.
Centerville is starting with no little building infrastructure), the Center’s proposal
process, scheduling, assistance with marketing/grants/funding, and the drawing
details from the process.
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Chairman Hopson thanked Ms. Reed and indicated to the members that further discussion
on the Charrette process would be addressed at the 1 Feb 2006 meeting.
